PREFACE.

The ereditors of a Enropean dealer wishing to dispose of
the stock of the Bankrupt, sent them to J. W.Scorr & Co.,
the stamp dealers, 34 Liberty Street, to sell, and they
wishing to effect a speedy sale, have adopted this mode of
disposing of the goods.
