Quick facts about Oslo Filatelistklubb

Founded 11 December 1886 in the shop of stamp dealer Jacob Fischer by 11 men. 
An attempt to start a Stamps Society on 25th November 1876, failed.

Kristiania changed its name to Oslo 1 January 1925, while the society changed from 
Kristiania to Oslo in 1926.

The first public auction took place during the 2nd Nordisk Filatelistmøte in Kristiania 1895.

Fourth «Stamp Company» to arrange stamps only auction.

First Norwegian catalogue

Oslo Filatelistklubb issued the first Norwegian 
Stamp Catalogue in 1929. The numbering system 
are different from all other catalogues. We still 
have the copyrights for the numberingsystem used 
by the Norewgian Post when publishing new 
stamps. All dealers use our numberingsystem by 
appointment with prefix «NK».

Nasjonalhjelpen 1946
Charity auction for the benefit of those 
who lost a relative during WW II. 165 
lots, all sold.

Slogan postmark used by the Norwegian 

Post between 18 March 1946 and 9 April 

1946 for this charity, involving the whole 
country. Not only stamp societies.



One item auction Norway no. 1
One country or Name Sale are common. 
One catalogue number at auction not so. Most 
of the stamps at this auction with narrow 
margins at one or more sides.

Narrow marginsNormal margins 
1.3 mm



Auction lists from 2 to 4 pages and 
between 120 and 280 lots at each 
auction. Normally 95% sold.

Sometimes larger audience in the room 
than commercial auction houses.
